FAQs

When does the co-op meet?


We meet every Friday from 8:45 a.m. to 12:45 p.m. 12 weeks in the fall and 12 weeks in the spring (unless otherwise arranged.)

What is the charge involved?


Annual $15.00 per family fee to cover administrative costs.  Semester $30 facility usage fee.  


Reducing the Risk class (an abuse prevention one-time class, required by WOL church, whose building we are using) includes a Federal Background check.  There is a one-time fee of $9.95 per person over 18 years of age.


In addition, some classes may have a small fee to cover the costs of materials.  This can range from about $3.00 to $15.00. We try to keep the cost of supplies and materials low. Some classes may have additional required books.

I have a pre-schooler and a toddler.  Is there child-care available for the toddler? Or are parents even supposed to join the pre-schooler in class?


Yes, we have a nursery for babies and toddlers.  Parents are required to help out in some way, either by teaching a class or helping in a class for each period.  We'll need a couple of parents to watch the babies and toddlers too.

Policy Statement

Statement of Purpose

The purpose of the Home’s Cool Co-op is to aid and support the families of home-schooled children.  We believe it to be the parents’ responsibility to train their children in a godly manner and therefore fulfill the Scriptures of Proverbs 22:6 and Deuteronomy 6: 5-9.  We seek to provide an atmosphere that will foster this training and that will glorify the Lord Jesus Christ in all we say and do.

Statement of Faith

The Bible is our all-sufficient rule for faith and practice.  We believe:

· The Scriptures, both Old and New Testaments, are verbally inspired by God and are the revelation of God to man.  They are the infallible, authoritative rule of faith and conduct. (II Timothy 3: 15-17; I Thes. 2:13, II Peter 1:21)

· The one true God has revealed himself as the eternally self-existent “I AM,” the Creator of heaven and earth, and the redeemer of mankind.  He has further revealed himself as embodying the principles of relationship and association as Father, Son, and Holy Ghost.  (Deut. 6:4; Isaiah 43: 10,11; Matt. 28: 19; Luke 3: 22.

· The Lord Jesus Christ is the eternal Son of God.  The Scriptures declare His:

· Virgin birth (Matt. 1:23; Luke 1:31,35)

· Sinless life (Heb. 7:26; 1 Peter 2:22)

· Miracles (Acts 2:22; 10:38)

· Substitutionary Atonement (I Cor. 15:3; II Cor. 5:21)

· Bodily resurrection from the dead (Matt.28:6; Luke 24:39;I Cor.15:4)

· Sits at the right hand of God (Acts 1:9,11; 2:33; Phil. 2:9, 11; Heb. 1:3)

· Man’s only hope of redemption is through the shed blood of Jesus Christ, the Son of God.

Rules of Word of Life Church

(whose building we use!)

Please remember that the pastor is studying and the secretary is working during our co-op time.

All assistants and instructors are to attend the “Reducing the Risk” seminar, as made available by the church. 

The church’s consumable supplies including the telephone, copy machine, paper, pencils, markers, etc. are not for the use of the Co-op.

Food, drink, or snacks are allowed only in the fellowship hall and kitchen.

Only adults and high school students are to be in the kitchen, except during a cooking class.

Children must be in a classroom at all times (unless going to the restroom or traveling between classes).  Children not in class are the responsibility of their parents (or another adult appointed by the parent).

Children under 8 years of age are to be accompanied to the restroom from the classroom by an assistant or parent.  

Participation Policy

Parents/guardians are to remain on site with their children at all times.  The Co-op is a place for you and your child to participate with other similarly-minded parents and children, not a place to drop off your child and go elsewhere! 

Since Co-op can not function without the dependable participation of all families involved, there will be no more than two planned absences allowed each term. Please note on your registration form if you know of a week or two you will be absent so the class teachers can plan ahead.  Please notify the Attendance Volunteer– Ginger Herr @ 360.658.9718 and the class teacher of these absences.

If, due to an emergency or illness, you are unable to be present for any class, call the Attendance Volunteer – Ginger Herr @ 360.658.9718 as soon as possible so arrangements can be made.  Even if there is more than one assistant in the class, the instructor has planned for a certain number of assistants, and your help is needed and appreciated!

Instructors are to communicate with the assistants before the first class and as needed during the session:

· In general, what material you will be covering.

· How you will be running the classroom, especially discipline, teaching style, etc.

· Ask for help from the assistants, especially set-up, discipline, take down, etc.

Co-op begins at 8:45 a.m. in the Chapel.  All families are required to be on time for chapel time so that they can be there for announcements, prayer, and to prepare for the day.

Please be on time, if not early for each class to set up the classroom and greet students as they arrive in the room.  We will allow students and assistants up to two late arrivals of 5 minutes or more to the first period class.  If you are late for 1st period more than two times, please do not join the 1st period class once it has started.

Lunchtime areas include:  Fellowship Hall, playground and the main entrance covered shelters.

Each family will be assigned one Friday a term in which they will either be responsible for putting the church back in order following Co-op, that means you need to plan on being the last ones out the door on “your day”, OR 2 weeks serving as Lunch Monitor on the playground.  A list of responsibilities will be provided.

Dress Code Policy

We desire our co-op to follow God’s call to modesty in appearance (1 Timothy 2:9-10), and in doing so, create a safe place for everyone to learn without distraction and temptation.  These guidelines, for both parents and students alike, will give a measurable way to keep our clothing in check. Modesty is the key!

· Shirt and dress necklines should be no lower than 4 fingers below the collarbone.

· Tank top straps should be at least 2 fingers wide.

· If shirt or dress is a thin material, please wear a slip or a T-shirt.

· Shirts need to be long enough to cover the midsection, both front and back, even when hands are raised.

· Dress, and skirt length should be no shorter than 4 fingers above the top of the kneecap.

· Shorts need to be at least as long as your longest finger when arms are at rest at your side.

· All clothing should not be skin-tight, but should be loose enough to pull away from your body.

· Undergarments need to remain undergarments, please make sure they stay covered …guys and girls!

Discipline Policy

We are a Christian Co-op.  It honors Christ when our students respect their teachers and classmates.  If a student is disruptive, the following procedures will take place:

1. First offense – the student receives a clear warning from the instructor or assistant.  

                         Be loving, but firm.


2. Second offense – the student is removed from the class and must remain with his or her

              

                         parent for the remainder of the class time. 

3. Third offense – the student and parent(s) will have a meeting with the Advisory Team and 

                         instructor to see if student desires to remain in school by changing behavior.  Student 

                         will not be allowed to return to that particular class until this meeting occurs.

4. If the student wishes to return to the class the following week, he/she will be expected to follow

                         the rules and guidelines of the co-op.  If there is another infraction, the parent will 

                         remove the student from the school for the remainder of the session with no refund of 

                         fees.

Conflict Policy

In case of physical abuse- zero tolerance-  

         1.  no warning, immediate removal of both students from classroom, they will remain w/ parents 

                               for remainder of co-op day.


    2.  both parties will meet separately w/ own parents(s), instructor and  Advisory Team to see if 




they desire to remain in co-op by changing behavior


    3.  if wish to return to the class the following week, he/she will be expected to follow the rules 



            and guidelines of the co-op.  


    4.  if there is another infraction, the parent will remove the student from co-op for the remainder 




of the quarter with no refund of fees.  Another meeting with the Advisory Team will 



be required before student is allowed back into co-op.

Cell phones

Please leave your cell phones in your vehicle if at all possible, be considerate of others.


Students- Zero tolerance policy- no calls, games or texting during chapel or class; teachers may 



confiscate phones for duration of class


Adults- phones must be on vibrate- please use only during lunch- if a very urgent call 
comes in 



during chapel or class, go out into the hall to answer.  Remember, teachers are expecting 



you as a volunteer to be available to help them during class.

Students must stay in the classroom for the full period.   No early dismissals!

Please use the stairs closest to your classroom.

Classroom doors must stay open when occupied unless 2 adults are present.

At all times, students must be in a group of at least three, if no adults are present.

At the end of 3rd period, restore room to its original condition.  A vacuum is available.  A Post-It note on the classroom door will indicate how the chairs and tables are to be left.  Please turn off the heat, close windows, and close the door after class.

Unregistered students

Emergency situations may arise in which a family may need to bring children who are not registered co-op students.  If this happens, please request approval of the class teachers for the extra students.

Wellness policy

Please do not bring your child to Co-op if he/she has any of the following:

Temperature of 100 degrees or higher

Green discharge from the nose

“Pink eye”

An unidentified rash

Vomiting or diarrhea

A productive cough with a fever

A sore throat with a fever
